BLY TIPS

Please read before beginning assem
bly and be sure to w

ear eye protection to 
avoid injury, particularly if using pow

er tools
To avoid dam

aging the furniture, perform
 the assem

bly of your new
 furniture on a clean, soft 

surface like a blanket, carpet, or the flattened cardboard box the furniture w
as shipped 

in. W
hen rem

oving the furniture from
 the carton and if using the carton for an assem

bly 
surface, please C

A
R

E
FU

LLY
 rem

ove all staples that held the shipping carton together. 
These can scratch you and the furniture and w

e don't w
ant that to happen to either of you. 

C
om

ponents should not be unnecessarily forced together! If it seem
s parts aren’t fitting 

together you likely have som
ething w

rong and you should reread the instructions to ensure 
you are aligning the proper com

ponents. The various “B
locks” used in assem

bly m
ay have a 

protective film
 on one side. This surface is hidden after assem

bly so the film
 can rem

ain 
on the B

lock or it can be rem
oved. A

lthough not recom
m

ended, you m
ay use a cordless 

screw
 gun or drill if you have one and know

 how
 to use it properly. S

et the clutch setting at 
low

/ m
edium

 torque. W
e do not recom

m
end using an electric drill w

ith a cord or w
ithout a 

clutch to install bolts in inserts as you can easily overtighten and dam
age the product.
